	Judaism
	The monotheistic religion of the Jewish people, based on the covenant with God.

	Buddhism
	A religion founded by Siddhartha Gautama, focusing on enlightenment and suffering.

	Qur’an
	The holy book of Islam, believed to be the word of God as revealed to Muhammad.

	Bible
	The sacred scripture of Christianity, consisting of the Old and New Testaments.

	Vedas
	Ancient sacred texts of Hinduism, containing hymns, philosophy, and guidance.

	Guru Granth Sahib
	The central religious scripture of Sikhism, regarded as the final, eternal Guru.

	Dharma
	The moral law combined with spiritual discipline in Hinduism.
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
