Phase 2- Little Wandle, Letters and Sounds

Daily phonic sessions plus 3 reading sessions per week.

Phonics assessment every ½ term.
Key texts 
Rainbow Fish, Jakes First Day, We Are All Different, Elmer, Colour Monster, colour monster goes to school, kind, Ruby’s Worry

Traditional rhymes & songs

Half term aims –
Can recognise and say sounds s, a, t, p, i, n, m, d, g, o, c, k, ck, e, u, r, h, b, f, l, 

· Segment and blend phonemes together to read CVC and CVCC words.
· Begin recognising phase 2 tricky words in ‘is’, ‘I’, ‘the’

Enhancements – 
· Key texts and a range of non-fiction texts for the children to learn key facts about the body and people who help us. 
· Chalk tricky words on the walls of the outdoor area in red, orange and yellow. Can the children ride around on bikes and squirt the tricky words after reading them?
· Write phase 2 tricky words onto white paper using white wax crayons. Invite children to become police officers and look for clues to read the graphemes or words by painting over the top with watery paint.

	One adult-directed literacy session weekly – Ruby’s Worry- Narrative- use this to talk sentences and introduce vocabulary like capital letter and full stop for future learning.

Practise writing name.
Lists, labels, begin sounding out CVC and CVCC for spelling.

Daily handwriting practice and weekly handwriting lesson (to follow the letters taught in Little Wandle phonics).

Half term aim –
· Write their own names.
· Form all letters of the alphabet.
· Independently attempt to write CVC words that can be read by themselves or others.
Enhancements –
· Encourage children to label their work with their name.
· Write lists for shopping.
· Make writing backpacks for the children to use outside. Provide them with notebooks, pens and pencils so that they can ride around the outdoor area and label items.
· Provide the children with large chalks so that they can practice their names and letters learnt on outdoor and indoor chalk board.
· Use water play to ‘fish’ for letters and attempt to create CVC or CVCC words.



	One adult directed maths session weekly -White Rose Maths

Daily maths meeting to be introduced next half term to help consolidate and practise skills taught so far.

Half term aims –
Number:
· Match and sort 
·  Compare amounts
Measure, space and spatial thinking:
· Can compare size, mass and capacity
· Explore pattern

Enhancements –
· Chn to match compare bears in the outside area. How do they know they math-size, colour, or shape?
· Can they build matching towers in construction-How do you know they match?
· Can the children match objects in the outdoor area and sort into hoops-according to colour, size, amounts
· Children to match number shapes
· Sort objects such as buttons in to different 
· categories
· Sort blocks according to characteristics-future prep for 3D shapes
· Equal amounts shared using objects, playdough etc
· Making towers and comparing size, tallest shortest, biggest/smallest amounts
· Sand and water play-measure capacity, how many buckets, pots, spoons?
· Which bucket/container is the heaviest/lightest? Compare mass.
· Building homes for different sixed animals.
· Noticing patterns outside, in nature, on plants etc
· Creating patterns in loose objects-colour, size, shapes.
· Repeating pattern fruit kebabs
· Patterns with numbers, dice, number shapes. Continue the pattern.
	Weekly PHSE lesson – PiXL.

Half term aims –
· Healthy Body/mind.
· Feelings
· Connections
· Challenges
· Resilience

Enhancements –
· Encourage the children to work together to respond to requests for help! They may even work together in a long line to pass a bucket of water along in order to put a ‘fire’ out.
· Read various texts that relate to kindness and how we behave towards each other
· Different class monitors to encourage helping one another
· Expectation for children to help tidy up after themselves
· Think about how they feel at various points of the day-refer to Colour Monster


	Weekly PHSE lesson – PiXL.

School behaviour policy procedure – warning given first and then time out if behaviour continues to deregulate and discuss actions with an adult-Use of classroom traffic light system. If no further improvement a visit to SLT.

Half term aims –
· Link events (in books, real life etc) with feelings and discuss them, e.g. She is angry that he snatched the toy.
· Begin to solve small conflicts through speaking to each other and being assertive, e.g. “Stop that, I don’t like it” or “Can I have a turn when you are finished?”

	Weekly PHSE lesson – PiXL.

6 weekly EYFS ‘Marvellous challenges’ set up to encourage child-initiated play and independence.

Children to wash hands before and after break and lunch time & before snack.

Half term aims –
· Our classroom and school rules; 
· How we all help to make our classroom a happy place to learn-Rights & Responsibilities
· My Feelings; words I can use to describe how I am feeling.-Colour Monster.
· What I can do when I am angry or upset
· Discuss healthy food choices.
· Know who helps us stay healthy and provide food
· Sort healthy foods from less nutritional food.
· Healthy smiles
· Begin to persevere when something is challenging.
· Work on short activities as a whole class, e.g. a Phonics game, topic activities together on the carpet.

Enhancements – 
· To meet a police officer or someone who works and help people within the community
·  children to talk about the people who help them in our community and closer to home. 
What do they do to make our lives better, help us, and look after us?
· Model asking for help and who to ask
· Oral health – dentist to visit and talk to the children about the importance of brushing their teeth twice daily. Children practice good teeth brushing on big set of teeth.
	Weekly ‘weekend news’ and ‘bear news’. Fruit time story and End of the day story  – daily.

Half term aims –
· Show attentive listening skills at input times, e.g. during Phonics, and is quick to act on instructions.
· Begins to answer “Why” questions, perhaps with adult support.
· Ask questions when they don’t know what a word means.
· Can offer small explanations that demonstrate their understanding on a topic/story, e.g. He couldn’t carry it because it was too heavy”.

Enhancements -
· Give me 5
· Talk partners
· No hands up
· Answer open-ended questions
· Lollipop sticks




	Weekly ‘word of the week’ lesson to broaden vocabulary- can relate to current topic.

Half term aim -
· Use recently-modelled language independently, across everyday contexts and all areas of learning, e.g. “This lunch is delicious” or “I need to count back to subtract”.
· Use newly learnt vocabulary in different contexts.  E.g. using the words enormous to describe their tower having read the Enormous Turnip.
· Uses more detail in conversation.
· Speaks in whole class situations, e.g. answering questions at Story Time.

Enhancements –
· Encourage the children to learn helpful social phrases, such as ‘Do you need any help?’ or ‘Thank you for helping me!’ and use them in their play. Praise the children for using kind words and model them as you interact with the children.
· Asking people who can help us visitors questions to find out about their occupation

	Weekly PE lesson to support gross motor development: Spring 1 – Gymnastics

Half term aim –
· Uses climbing equipment with confidence and enjoyment.
· Demonstrates good posture when working on table-top activities.
Enhancements -
· Outdoor Physical area:
· Balance boards
· Skipping ropes
· Hula hoops
· Bat and ball
· Bikes and Trikes
· Slide
· Monkey bars
· Balance beam
· Spinning top
· Create an obstacle course around the outside area for children to complete their ‘firefighter training’. Provide benches to walk along, hoops to jump through, tunnels to crawl through and obstacles to climb over.

	Twice weekly dough disco session and Pen disco to strength and improve fine motor development to support pencil grip.

Half term aim –
· Uses a knife and fork, attempting to cut soft foods.
· Working towards or using a tripod grip.
· Adds detail to drawings, e.g. eyelashes or windows on a house.

Enhancements –
· Encourage children to use water pistols or spray bottles to ‘put out’ a chalk fire!
· Fine motor area which includes: 
· Playdough 
· Modelling foam
· Peg boards
· Hammer and nail cork boards
· Geo boards
· Have some different people who help us costumes/outfits available in the role play area with buttons and zips that the children have to put on independently.
· Set up a building site for the children to use as a role play area. You could include foam bricks, large wooden blocks, cardboard boxes and crates. Encourage the children to mix their own cement by combining sand and water. Help them build their muscle strength by taking turns to mix the cement!

· Home

To act out role play narratives and storylines around police, firefighters, vets, dentists and paramedics.

Music –

Half term aim –
· Produce more detailed representations (drawings, paintings, models) and discuss the features they have included.
· Choose materials to achieve a goal, e.g. selecting a plastic yoghurt pot to turn into a boat due to its waterproof nature.
· Create more complex narratives in their pretend play, building on the contributions of their peers.
· Create their own beats with musical instruments/body percussion and become confident in games such as syllable-clapping.

Enhancements -
· To create a self-portrait using paint, pencil or collage.
· To create a self portrait of themselves dressed as someone who helps us.
· Look at the work of Miro
· Invite children to use magnifying glasses to explore their fingerprints. They could try making fingerprints using paint too.
· Create a piece of music with the children that would represent the rush of an emergency. They might play instruments quickly, stamp their feet or make siren noises. You could also create a calm piece of music to represent the emergency being over.
· 
	RE lesson once weekly – Discovery RE.
Topic lesson once weekly.

Half term aim-
· Make their own maps
· Have some basic knowledge of community celebrations

Enhancements
· Encourage the children to draw maps of their local area and include places, such as the police station, library and post office.
· Invite people from the local community to talk to the children about their job. For example, a childminder, firefighter or a vet.
· Talk to the children about different methods of keeping safe at the setting. You could discuss fire drills, safety notices and fire alarms.
· Ask the children to think about life in other countries. Would they have the same people helping in Antarctica? Who would be helpful in very cold places? What about in very hot countries? How do the emergency services differ throughout the world?
· Provide people who help us themed dressing-up costumes for the children to try on and role play that occupation. You might like to take this opportunity to address any stereotypes that arise with the children.

	Topic Lesson twice weekly
Half term aim –
· Offer simple, logical explanations for what they have observed when they play outside.

Enhancements –
· Leaf animals
· Scavenger hunt
· Leaf necklaces




	Topic lesson twice weekly.

Half term aim –
· To know some influential figures from the past that have helped their communities:
· Mary Seacole- a Jamaican nurse who cared for soldiers during the Crimean war
· Harriet Tubman is an important historical figure that is celebrated for her ground-breaking and world changing social, political and humanitarian work every Black History Month.

Enhancements –
· Look at pictures of different police uniforms from the past. How are they different? What is the same? Can the children think of reasons why the uniform has changed?
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
