Half term aims –
· Can recognise and say sounds ai, ee, igh, oa, oo, oo, ar, or, ur, ow, oi, ear, air, er
· Segment and blend words together to read sentences and questions.
· Recognising phase 3 tricky words in text 

Enhancements – 
· Key texts and a range of non-fiction texts for the children to learn key facts about Space
· Chalk tricky words on the walls of the outdoor area in red, orange and yellow. Can the children ride around on bikes and squirt the tricky words after reading them?
· Write phase 3 tricky words onto white paper using white wax crayons. 
· 

	One adult-directed literacy session weekly – Jane Considine How to Catch a Star and Chocolate Mud Cake by Michael Rosen. 

Daily handwriting practice and weekly handwriting lesson.

One main book read weekly, taken from Our Class ‘Super 6’To help chn develop comprehension skill, particularly retrieval, prediction and vocabulary.

Children will be read other texts during lessons, and at the end of day.

Half term aim –
· Form all letters of the alphabet.
· Independently write CVC words that can be read by themselves or others.
· Identify and anticipate key events in familiar stories including repeated refrains. Role play; using imaginative movement and vocabulary to recreate scenes from familiar stories Initial sounds and simple CCVC
· Fiction & Non-fiction texts about space. Emergent writing; encourage short words or phrases in different writing contexts, e.g. in free flow or in a structured lesson. List writing Reading words
Enhancements – 

Provide opportunities for emergent writing (with ongoing provision for mark making) e.g. writing letters of children’s names in paint, sand, with water and brushes, tracing activites, rubbing activities, whiteboards and pens, clipboards outside etc
	One adult directed maths session weekly -White Rose Maths-Alive 5! & 6,7,8.

Daily maths meeting to consolidate and practise skills taught so far.

Half term aims – 
· Times of the day 
· Introducing zero
· Comparing numbers to 5

Enhancements – 
· Sequencing images, first, after, next.
· Create a paper plate  clock
· Days of the weeks and months of the year daily
· Pots for chn to count loose parts in, including a pot with 0 on it. 
· Bag of number 0-5 or 0-10 for those who need to be challenged-Children to pull out numbers and have a go at taking that many moon steps, or rocket jumps, alien leaps etc.
· Distribute ‘moon rocks’ out in group to chn. Chn to compare amount, do they have the same? More? Less? Chn to share fairly and check again.-vary the size of objects so that chn can make the distinction between size and quantity.
· Provide chn with planets with different arrangements of 0-5 dots-ask qs such as find 4 dots, find one with fewer, order the planets largest to smallest number of dots etc
· Use of numicon to make rockets which add to 4 and  5. How many ways can you find to make 4 and 5? Which has the nost combinations?
· Part-whole model – Provide a bucket and 10 items, such as beanbags, to throw. The children take turns to throw the beanbags. How many have landed inside the bucket and how many have landed outside?
· Children to make estimation about how heavy and object is
· Use balancing scales to test predictions
· Can they find larger objects lighter than smaller objects ( a rock and a balloon?)
· Use of playdough to make planets, weigh them to see which is heaviest
· Alien juice-make your cups, empty, full, nearly full, half full etc
· Use of varying containers to see how many small cups fill the largest cup
· Mud kitchen alien food recipes
· Which container holds more investigation.

	Weekly PSHE lesson – PiXL.

Half term aims – 
· Show empathy in simple ways, e.g. finding an adult for a child who is hurt.
· Take turns with a little support from an adult or with the systems in place, e.g. sand timers.

Enhancements – 
·

Begin self-registration this term to encourage independence

Children to wash hands at more regular intervals due to risk of COVID-19 and Seasonal flu, especially on entry and exit to school, before and after break and lunch time.

Half term aims -
· Discuss healthy food choices.
· Know who helps us stay healthy and provide food
· Sort healthy foods from less nutritional food.
· Begin to understand and discuss consequences of our behaviour, e.g.  If I hit someone, it hurts and they are upset.
· Begin to persevere when something is challenging.
· Work on short activities independently, e.g. a Phonics game.

Enhancements – 
· To make a wish wand about what we would like to achieve in 2023.

	Weekly ‘weekend news’/ ‘bear news’. Snack time story and an End of the day story – daily.

Half term aims – 
· Show attentive listening skills at input times, e.g. during Phonics, and is quick to act on instructions.
· Begins to answer “Why” questions, perhaps with adult support.
· Ask questions when they don’t know what a word means.
· Can offer small explanations that demonstrate their understanding on a topic/story, e.g. He couldn’t carry it because it was too heavy”.
· Share opinions, explaining preferences e.g. My favourite planet is… because…

Enhancements - 
· Talk partners 
· No hands up 
· Answer open-ended questions 
· Lollipop sticks




	Weekly ‘word of the week’ lesson to broaden vocabulary-space related

Half term aim - 
· Use recently-modelled language independently, across everyday contexts and all areas of learning, e.g. “This lunch is delicious” or “I need to count back to subtract”.
· Use newly learnt vocabulary in different contexts.  E.g. using the words enormous to describe their tower having read the Enormous Turnip.
· Uses more detail in conversation.  
· Speaks in whole class situations, e.g. answering questions at Story Time.

Enhancements – 
· Encourage the children to learn helpful social phrases, such as ‘Do you need any help?’ or ‘Thank you for helping me!’ and use them in their play. Praise the children for using kind words and model them as you interact with the children.
· ‘As good as gold’
